She watches Hesiod galleop away. She whistles for her horsea.
She waits. It takes longer than she thought it would. She
throws an impatient look back toward the place she left it.

The crowd concurs with murmurs and hisses. Xena spins
around and glares at the villagers. They get real quiet.

GABRIELLE AND PHYLEUS sit forlornly in a corner{next to a
still bound Hesiod.
